	OPERATIONS/ACTIVITY COVERED BY THIS ASSESSMENT
Use of strimmer and mower to keep the churchyard and grounds tidy


	HAZARDS: 

Infection from Covid-19           - low risk                                                                                             
Injury to self                              - some risk            


Injury to public and pets/livestock       – low risk                


Insect bites & stings                   - moderate-high risk                                                                                           
Injury to self from flying debris              - moderate risk when strimming
Petrol procurement and storage – some risk


	ACTIONS ALREADY TAKEN TO REDUCE THE RISK:

1  Ensure all tools are well maintained and sharpened.
2  Wear gloves to avoid hand injury. Wear goggles and appropriate PPE for strimming.
3  Wear clothing/footware appropriate for the weather 

4  Be aware of other path users/members of the public and pets nearby. Stop working when people are passing by.
5 Follow any current government Covid-19 guidelines
6 Ensure first aid kit and antihistamine/bite cream and tablets are available 

7 Ensure access to toilets.
8 EXPERIENCED AND COMPETENT OPERATORS ONLY
9 Operator to ensure that equipment has been well maintained and all safety guards are in place*
10 Do not leave petrol/tools out of sight when not in locked storage 
*Note that at present the church does not have it’s own strimmer and mower and tools are brought in voluntarily by experienced operators.
